 Show that Protected Areas are an effective means of safeguarding ecosystem 
services, vital to adaptation, carbon storage and sequestration, and more 
effective than other land governance systems in providing these services

 Show that Protected Areas are a cost effective means of providing these 
services, relative to the costs of other land governance systems

 Recognise that Protected Areas will only ever be a part of the solution, and 
that a range of actions are needed to address climate change
